	Proposal for Regulations Pertaining To

Bill 85 Ontario Photo Card Act 2008



	1
	The definitions section defines applicant, holder and resident of Ontario.

	2
	The phase in provision establishes the beginning and end of the phase in period during which the ministry will implement the different photo cards.  The phase in period is expected to begin February 2009 and end December 2011.

	3
	The application section sets out the requirements to obtain an EDL. An individual may be issued an EDL if the fee is paid, completes any application documents including evidence there are no travel restrictions and consents to the terms of personal information sharing as defined.   If an application process is not completed within 12 months, the individual must begin the process over.  This maximum period of time is to help ensure that the applicant’s circumstances have not changed (for example, a change in travel restrictions or citizenship).

	4
	The ministry may retain copies of documents produced by applicants to support an application, to ensure that the documents are available to assess or investigate the application.

	5
	The validity period of an EDL is valid is described, including allowances for renewals.  An EDL expiry date coincides with the same card’s DL expiry date.  An EDL may be renewed prior to expiry.  The same timeframes that are provided to DL for early renewal also apply to EDL.

	8
	An EDL cannot be issued or renewed if the individual has not complied with the requirements or has been convicted of an offence under the Act, except for 10(2) and 14.

	9
	An EDL may be cancelled if:

· the applicant/holder fails to comply with the requirements,

· the applicant/holder requests it to be cancelled,

· the applicant/holder dishonours the fee payment,

· the applicant/holder is no longer a resident of Ontario or

· if a card is lost, stolen, destroyed or damaged.

An EDL will automatically be cancelled upon the death of the individual.  Cards should be returned to the Ministry, within the specified timeframe if one is applicable.  In some instances, a notice of cancellation may be sent.

	10
	An EDL may be cancelled and reissued to correct an error should it occur or due to changes in information (for example: name change) or may be replaced if it is lost, stolen, destroyed, damaged or illegible.

	11
	If an individual decides they no longer want their EDL, the individual may request their EDL to be cancelled either in person or by letter.  The EDL card should be returned to the Ministry.

	12
	The Ministry must be notified in person of any name or address changes, lost, stolen or destroyed cards, within the specified timeframe.  Where applicable, proof of the change is required using acceptable documents.

	13
	Additional documents or information may be requested to support an application or non cancellation (example: no travel restrictions) and the individual must provide the information within the time requested by the Ministry.  This will ensure that only those who should have an EDL actually have one.

	14
	A notice of request is considered to be given if the latest address in the Ministry’s records is used and is deemed to be received after 5 days.

	15
	The seal of the Ministry can be represented by asterisk for electronic documents and printed copies of electronic documents.  A printed copy of an electronic document is acceptable for court purposes if it has been printed in accordance with Ontario Regulation 497/94.
