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College Introduction
Under the Regulated Health Professions Act, 1991 (RHPA) and the Audiology and Speech Language Pathology Act, 1991 the College of Audiologists and Speech-Language Pathologists of Ontario (CASLPO) is responsible for governing the self regulating profession of audiology or speech-language pathology in Ontario. 

Under these Acts, the CASLPO may make regulations on a variety of subject matters, including registration, subject to the prior review by the Minister of Health and Long-Term Care and the approval of the Lieutenant Governor in Council.


Summary of Proposal
The College of Audiologists and Speech-Language Pathologists of Ontario (CASLPO) is proposing to amend its current Registration Regulation to ensure that it is consistent with the labour mobility requirements as set out in Schedule 2 of the RHPA. These new provisions require that where individuals are registered in another Canadian jurisdiction, those individuals can be registered in Ontario without any additional training and/or examinations to schedule 2 of the Health Professions Procedural Code (the Code) under the RHPA.
In particular the College is proposing the following:

Application for Certificate of Registration requirements:

· A requirement for an applicant to provide proof of personal professional liability insurance. 
· A requirement for an applicant to demonstrate good standing and active practice with another regulated province.  

Non-Exemptible requirements:

· An applicant who has a professional master’s degree must be from an accredited Canadian university program in Communication Sciences and Disorders or equivalent approved by Council.
· An applicant must be a Canadian citizen or a permanent resident of Canada or be authorized by the Immigration and Refugee Protection Act, S.C. 2001, c.27. 

· A reduction in the number of clinical practicum hours required in the minor area from 35 hours to 20 hours.
· A requirement for members to provide 750 hours of patient care or related work hours to provide flexibility to those taking longer leaves of absence. 

· Removal of the grand-parenting provision from the regulation as the provision is no longer applicable. 

Applications by Holders of Out-of Province Certificate requirements:

· The College is proposing a definition for the term “Out-of-province certificate”. 
· The College is proposing that an applicant who is in good standing in another province may be required to demonstrate the applicant can speak, read and write in English or in French with reasonable fluency if such proficiency in the language of English or French was not a requirement for the granting of an out-of province certificate. 

· The College is proposing that an applicant who is in good standing with an Out-of-province certificate may be required to meet the training, experience, examinations or assessments required of other applicants if the applicant has not, within the three years prior to the submission of the application for registration, practiced the profession to the extent that would be required for the issuance of a certificate of registration for which the applicant is applying.

· New provisions are being proposed related to terms, conditions and limitations (TCL’s) on a previously registered, out-of-province applicant as a result of complaints or criminal, disciplinary or other proceedings, against the individual in any jurisdiction whether inside or outside of Canada relating to the individual’s competency, conduct or character. 

· A new provision is being proposed to allow for the imposition of an equivalent TCL on an Ontario certificate if an applicant presents a certificate that already has a TCL imposed on it. 
Conditions Applicable to Registration in any Class requirements:

The College is proposing that an applicant, who holds a certificate of registration of any class, will as a condition of registration, provide details of any of the following that relate to the holder and that occur or arise after the registration of the holder:
· A conviction for a criminal offence or an offence related to the regulation of the practice of the profession in Ontario or in another jurisdiction in or out of Canada;

· A finding or current proceeding of professional misconduct, incompetency, fitness to practice or incapacity in Ontario in relation to another health profession or in another jurisdiction in or out of Canada in relation to the profession or another health profession;
· A suspension, disqualification, censure, or discipline as a member of any regulatory body or professional association in relation to another health profession in Ontario or in another jurisdiction in or out of Canada in relation to the profession or another health profession;
· Any other event or circumstance occurred or occurring in Ontario or in another jurisdiction in/out of Canada that would provide reasonable grounds for the belief that the holder may lack the knowledge, skill or judgment to practice the profession safely and ethically.
