The Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care proposes to amend Regulation 79/10 (Regulation) under the Long-Term Care Homes Act, 2007 (LTCHA) to permit nursing students to administer drugs in long-term care (LTC) homes where:

(a) The nursing student has received education or training about the administration of drugs as part of a nursing educational program;
(b) The nursing student has been trained by a member of the registered nursing staff in the written policies and protocols for the LTC home’s medication management system referred to in subsection 114 (2) of the Regulation;
(c) The member of the home’s registered nursing staff, who is permitting the administration, is satisfied that the nursing student can safely administer drugs; and
(d) The nursing student administers drugs under the supervision of the member of the home’s registered nursing staff.


The term “nursing student” would be defined as a person who is:
(a) Enrolled in a nursing educational program to meet the requirements to become a registered nurse (RN) or registered practical nurse (RPN) in Ontario; and,
(b) Working in the LTC home pursuant to an agreement between the LTC home and the nursing educational program.
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
