Draft Skin Cancer Prevention Act (Tanning Beds) Regulation Summary for the Ontario Regulatory Registry 

On October 10, 2013, Bill 30, the Skin Cancer Prevention Act (Tanning Beds), 2013, received Royal Assent. The Act, once proclaimed in force by the Lieutenant Governor in Council (LGIC), will prohibit the sale, offering for sale or providing of tanning services or ultraviolet light treatment for tanning to individuals who are less than 18 years old.
The Ministry of Health and Long-Term Care (MOHLTC) is proceeding to draft a regulation under the Skin Cancer Prevention Act (Tanning Beds), 2013.
The proposed regulation will address definitions, identification, advertising and marketing, signs and protective eyewear.
Definitions
The proposed regulation will include a provision defining the term “tanning services” in a manner that excludes spray tanning.
Identification
The proposed regulation will prescribe the form of government-issued identification that may be relied upon by the owner of a business where tanning services or ultraviolet light treatments for tanning are sold or provided to assess the age of an individual. The regulation will provide examples of permissible identification, including an Ontario driver’s licence or Canadian citizenship card with a photograph of the individual, a Canadian passport, a Canadian Armed Forces identification card, and a photo card issued by the Liquor Control Board of Ontario. Photo identification issued by a government outside Ontario will be permissible for the purposes of the Act so long as it meets the prescribed identification requirements.
Advertising
The proposed regulation will describe the kinds of advertisements and marketing strategies that will be considered to be directed at individuals who are less than 18 years old. This will include advertisements placed in media, electronic or otherwise, including depictions targeted at youths, as well as false or misleading claims directed at individuals under the age of 18 which are likely to create an erroneous impression regarding the health effects or health risks associated with artificial tanning.
Signs
[bookmark: _GoBack]The proposed regulation will require the following signs to be prominently posted in establishments in which tanning services or ultraviolet light treatments for tanning are provided: Point of sale warning signs that include health warning and age restriction displayed within one metre of each cash register; health warning signs displayed within one metre of each piece of equipment used to provide services or treatments; age restriction/identification decals placed immediately above or in close proximity to the door handle on every entrance, in the middle of a door without a handle, or within one metre of each entrance if the door is not visible when the establishment is open for business; and employee reminder decals which are unobstructed and readily legible to staff working at points of sale. The regulation will also prescribe the minimum number of signs that must be posted in each establishment. Schedules to the regulation will stipulate the size, display, form and content, including colour, logo, format, font size, and wording, for each of the required signs.
Protective Eyewear
The proposed regulation will define “protective eyewear” and outline the standards required of protective eyewear by reference to Part XI (Tanning Equipment) of Schedule II to the Radiation Emitting Devices Regulation (Canada). The regulation will also impose an obligation on providers of tanning services or ultraviolet light treatments for tanning to advise individuals using the services or treatments as to the purpose and proper use of the protective eyewear.
MOHLTC suggests the proposed regulation come into force on the later of the day section 10 of the Skin Cancer Prevention Act (Tanning Beds), 2013 comes into force and the day that the regulation is filed.
Content of the final regulation is at the discretion of the LGIC who may make any changes the LGIC considers appropriate.
