


Regulations under the Highway 407 East Act, 2012
(Section numbers refer to the relevant provisions in the Act)

Toll Rates – section 16

The Ministry of Transportation (MTO) is proposing the following schedule for the initial toll rates under the 407 East Act:

Heavy single unit and heavy multiple unit commercial vehicles will be charged two or three times passenger rates, depending on commercial vehicle size.

If the regulation is made, the above rates will be in effect until May 31, 2017, unless the government makes a regulation before that time setting a different rate.

Personal information to be provided to MTO’s tolling service provider – sections 15 and 17

Section 15 of the 407 East Act provides that MTO may disclose the name and address of persons owing tolls to its tolling service provider for the purposes set out under subsection 15(4).

To facilitate seamless customer service for users of Highway 407 ETR and Highway 407 East, MTO is proposing a regulation authorizing it to disclose the following additional personal information about persons owing tolls to the service provider:
· The expiry date of the person’s vehicle permit validation, and
· The person’s driver’s licence number or the number assigned to the person by MTO to identify number plates or vehicles registered to the person. 
This would mirror the personal information that is currently provided to 407ETR under the Highway 407 Act, 1998.
Exemption from obligation to pay tolls – sections 3 and 18

MTO is proposing to exempt the following classes of vehicles from the obligation to pay tolls:

· Emergency vehicles, 
· Police vehicles, 
· Provincial service vehicles (e.g., Ontario Public Service enforcement vehicles), 
· Diplomatic vehicles, and
· Service provider maintenance vehicles (e.g., tolling service provider maintenance vehicles).


Interest rate for overdue accounts – sections 4 and 18

The 407 East Act sets the interest rate for overdue accounts at the maximum rate for amounts owed to the government.  That rate is currently 3 %. 

In order to support the timely payment of overdue invoices , MTO can make a regulation substituting another rate and is considering a rate of 18% for overdue accounts.

Methods for sending invoices, notices and other documents – sections 4, 5, 6, 8, 11 and 18

The 407 East Act has a number of provisions relating to the sending and receipt of invoices and notices. MTO is proposing to make a regulation setting and governing the methods for sending notices and invoices and is considering the methods (e.g., regular mail, e-mail, registered mail, courier delivery, etc.) that should apply to particular notice provisions and the number of days after which a notice shall be deemed to have been received.
