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Purpose
The purpose of this document is to seek feedback on new and proposed changes to regulatory requirements related to secure treatment under the Child, Youth and Family Services Act, 2017 (CYFSA).
On June 1, 2017 the CYFSA received Royal Assent. When the CYFSA is proclaimed, it will replace the Child and Family Services Act (CFSA).

Proposed Regulatory Changes
The existing regulations related to secure treatment in Regulation 70 under the CFSA are administrative in nature and largely deal with the forms to be used. No major changes to the existing regulations in Part IX related to secure treatment are being proposed. New regulations are being proposed in Part VII, Extraordinary Measures, of the CYFSA in relation to the use of mechanical restraint in secure treatment settings, which will be posted and available for public comment separately. 
The focus of this summary is to outline where changes to existing regulatory provisions are proposed.
These proposed changes would come into effect on a date to be determined. 
A. Secure Treatment (Extraordinary Measures)
Currently, section 42 in Regulation 70 under the CFSA allows the representative of a child who is the subject of the application to secure treatment, to examine and copy the child’s records. 
Section 43 in Regulation 70 under the CFSA directs a service provider to the forms to be used in relation to secure treatment. 
Additionally, there are current provisions in section 49 in Regulation 70 under the CFSA that list specific drugs that are prescribed as psychotropic drugs. No changes are being proposed to this section at this time.
The following chart summarizes the proposed changes to these provisions:

	42. Subject to section 183 of the Act, the counsel or agent representing a child who is the subject of an application or order under Part VI is entitled to examine and to copy the record prepared in respect of the child and maintained by any service provider. 
	· These provisions will be imported and amended to reference the appropriate section in the CYFSA. 

	43. (1) An application for emergency admission to a secure treatment program shall be in a form provided by the Minister and available on the website of the Government of Ontario Central Forms Repository under the listing for the Ministry of Children and Youth Services.  
(2) The person in charge of a secure treatment program shall use, for the emergency admission of a child to the secure treatment program, a form provided by the Minister and available on the website of the Government of Ontario Central Forms Repository under the listing for the Ministry of Children and Youth Services.  
(3) An application for review of emergency admission to a secure treatment program shall be in a form provided by the Minister and available on the website of the Government of Ontario Central Forms Repository under the listing for the Ministry of Children and Youth Services. 
(4) An order reviewing a child’s emergency admission to a secure treatment program shall be in a form provided by the Minister and available on the website of the Government of Ontario Central Forms Repository under the listing for the Ministry of Children and Youth Services.  
(5) A warrant to apprehend and return a child who has been admitted to a secure treatment program and has left that program without consent shall be in a form provided by the Minister and available on the website of the Government of Ontario Central Forms Repository under the listing for the Ministry of Children and Youth Services.
