Children Aid Societies’ Budgets, Bylaws and Financial Records

Children aid societies’ budgets

[bookmark: _GoBack]Provisions in Regulation 70 under the Child and Family Services Act (CFSA) regarding children’s aid societies’ (societies) budgets are proposed to be remade in a regulation under the Child, Youth and Family Services Act, 2017 (CYFSA). Minor changes are proposed to these regulatory provisions to replace references to the CFSA with references to the corresponding provisions in the CYFSA. The regulatory provision under the CFSA that enables the Ministry of Children and Youth Services (the “ministry”) to make advanced payments to societies is not proposed to be included in regulation under the CYFSA. This provision has become redundant as subsection 40(1) of the CYFSA provides the ministry with the authority to make advanced payments to societies.

Societies’ financial records and reports

Regulations regarding the financial records and reports of societies within Regulation 70 of the CFSA are proposed to be remade under the CYFSA. 

The retention period for a society’s books of account noted in Regulation 70 of the CFSA is proposed to be extended from seven years to eight years. An eight year retention schedule aligns with the retention schedule that is applicable to the Ontario government respecting grants. 

Other minor changes are proposed to the regulatory provisions to replace references to provisions in the CFSA with references to the corresponding provisions in the CYFSA, and to simplify language.  

Society By-laws respecting Executive Committees

Regulation 70 of the CFSA contains provisions requiring that societies’ boards of directors create and delegate powers to an executive committee consisting of certain board members, as well as prescribing quorum for the executive committee. These provisions are not proposed to be remade in regulation under the CYFSA. Societies are independent legal entities accountable to the communities that they serve and the ministry does not wish to prescribe bylaws regarding the composition or powers of committees of societies’ boards of directors.



Removal of provisions referencing “approved agencies”

Regulation 70 of the CFSA includes provisions relating to the approval of agencies, budgets of approved agencies and Chief Executive Officers of approved agencies. These provisions are not proposed to be remade in a regulation under CYFSA. “Approved agencies” as defined in the CFSA no longer exist under the CYFSA.

A provision in Regulation 70 under the CFSA that required approved agencies or approved corporations to maintain an inventory of furnishings and equipment is not proposed to be remade in a regulation under the CYFSA. The maintenance of such an inventory is not required within the ministry’s service contracts.

Accountability Agreements 

The Ministry is proposing to import the prescribed terms that can be included in an Accountability Agreement from the CFSA regulations into regulations under the CYFSA. 

Compliance Order Summaries 

The ministry is proposing the following to prescribe in regulation the following terms with respect to compliance order summaries required under sections 33(4)(b) and 43(4)(b) of the CYFSA:
· Summaries shall include the name of the service provider, the date the compliance order was issued, and the nature of the non-compliance.
· Summaries shall be posted to a government website within sixty days of being issued and remain on the website for at least 12 months after the day it is published, unless the order to which a summary relates is rescinded, in which case the summary shall be removed from the website promptly.
