Transitional Matters

Agency, approval under old Act
	1.  (1)  Subject to subsection (2), an approval given or continued under subsection 8 (1) of the old Act in respect of an agency ceases to have effect on the day this subsection comes into force.

	(2)  Any terms and conditions imposed on an agency under subsection 10 (1) of the old Act that were in effect immediately before this subsection comes into force continue to apply until such time as the agency enters into a funding agreement with the Minister.

	(3)  An agency in respect of which an approval was given or continued under subsection 8 (1) of the old Act shall comply with the terms and conditions provided for under section 11 of Regulation 70 (General) of the Revised Regulations of Ontario made under the old Act, as that section read immediately before the day this subsection comes into force, until such time as the agency enters into a funding agreement with the Minister.

Society, designated under old Act
	2.  (1)  An approved agency that was designated as a society under subsection 15 (2) of the old Act and that was so designated immediately before this subsection comes into force is deemed to have been designated as a society under subsection 34 (1) of the Act for the same territorial jurisdiction as the previous designation.

	(2) Subject to subsection (3), the society is deemed to have been designated for all of the functions set out in subsection 35 (1) of the Act.

	(3)  If, immediately before this subsection comes into force, terms and conditions were imposed on the designation or the designation did not include particular functions set out subsection 15 (3) of the old Act,

	(a)	the terms and conditions that were imposed are deemed to have been imposed under subsection 34 (2) or (3) of the Act; and

	(b)	only those functions that were included are deemed to have been included in the designation under subsection 34 (1) of the Act.

	(4)  If, immediately before this subsection comes into force, a designation under section 209 of the old Act was in effect for the purposes of the designation of a society, the designation under section 209 of the old Act is deemed to be continued as terms and conditions imposed on the designation of the society under subsection 34 (2) or (3) of the Act.

	(5)  This section does not apply in respect of the agency incorporated under the name Jewish Family and Child Service of Metropolitan Toronto and known as the Jewish Family and Child Service of Greater Toronto.

Accountability agreements continued
	3.  (1)  An accountability agreement in respect of a society under section 15.3 of Regulation 70 (General) of the Revised Regulations of Ontario made under the old Act is deemed to be an accountability agreement entered into by the society under section 41 of the Act until such time as a new accountability agreement takes effect in respect of the society under section 41 of the Act.

	(2)  For the purposes of an accountability agreement continued under this section,

	(a)	a reference in the agreement to “Indian” or “native” shall be read as a reference to “First Nations, Inuit and Métis”;

	(b)	a reference to “Indian bands and native communities” shall be read as a reference to “First Nations, Inuit and Métis bands or communities”;

	(c)	a reference to Regulation 70 made under the old Act shall be read as a reference to Ontario Regulation [new references to replace reference to various provisions of Regulation 70 to be confirmed, including subs. 15.1 (2), s. 15.2 and 15.3]; and

	(d)	a reference to a part or provision of the old Act set out in Column 1 of the Table to this subsection shall be read as a reference to the part or provision of the Act set out opposite in Column 2 of the Table.
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	(3)  For greater certainty, a provision in an accountability agreement continued under this section that reproduces subsection 15 (3) of the old Act shall be read as a provision that reproduces subsection 35 (1) of the Act.

Directives continued
	4.  A directive issued under section 20.1 of the old Act is deemed to have been issued under section 42 of the Act.

Appointments under old Act continued, local director
	5.  A person who has been appointed as a local director under section 16 of the old Act and whose appointment was in effect immediately before this subsection comes into force is deemed to have been appointed as a local director under section 38 of the Act to perform all the duties and functions and exercise all the powers of a local director under the Act and the regulations.
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
