General

Definition of compensation
	1.  For the purposes of the Act,

“compensation” means anything paid or provided, directly or indirectly, to or for the benefit of an employee or contractor, and includes salary, benefits, perquisites and all forms of non-discretionary and discretionary payments;

Food delivery services provider
	2.  (1)  A “food delivery services provider” is a person or partnership that provides food and beverage delivery services or related services to a restaurant.

	(2)  For the purposes of subsection (1), related services include online ordering services.

Exemption
	3.  A food delivery services provider is exempt from the Act if it provides food and beverage delivery services or related services to fewer than 500 restaurants, including chain restaurants.

Maximum fee
	4.  (1)  The maximum amount that a food delivery services provider may charge a restaurant for each customer order in respect of all food and beverage delivery services and related services it provides to the restaurant is 20% of the total cost of the customer order, before HST.
 
	(2)  If a food delivery services provider provides both food and beverage delivery services and other related services to a restaurant, the maximum amount it may charge the restaurant for each customer order is,

	(a)	in respect of food and beverage delivery services, 15% of the total cost of the customer order, before HST; and

	(b)	in respect of other related services, 10% of the total cost of the customer order, before HST;

provided that the total amount charged for each customer order does not exceed the amount prescribed under subsection (1).

	(3)  A restaurant may agree to pay a food delivery services provider an amount that exceeds the amount referred to in subsections (1) and (2).    
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
